This winter, East Regional Park project
partners succeeded in efforts to plant over 2,000
willows and dogwoods that were grown out at the
US Forest Service Dorena Tree Improvement
facility and from cuttings taken by students from
Kennedy High School. For the last two years, Rob
Cox of the US Forest Service coordinated the
planting and grow-out of these plants at the
Dorena facility.

A volunteer event kicked off the tree
planting on December 13t%, 2009. The hearty dozen
participants planted 73 willows and 61 dogwoods
south of the fishing pond in about three hours.

[ am writing from the banks of the Columbia River
where the annual River Restoration NW Conference takes place
www.rrnw.org . Technical professionals from the Northwest
gather here to share results and lessons-learned from their
projects. It is a great opportunity to gather very current
knowledge about the rapidly evolving field of river restoration
as the importance of water flow and quality continue to mount.

Interestingly, two keynote speakers urged a similar
message: TALK TO PEOPLE. Lorne Fitch of the Alberta Cows
and Fish Program www.cowsandfish.org successfully reaches
out to over 5,000 people with 6 staff each year. Bryan Manacle
of the Yukon River Inter-tribal Watershed Council
www.yritwc.org coordinates 66 First Nations and tribes in 2
countries over the fourth largest watershed in North America.
Their 50-year vision statement is: To Be Able to Drink Water
Directly from the Yukon Riveinspiring actions and visions!

[ am happy to report that we too are seeing results
from talking to people about the river. By incorporating the
local knowledge from the wisdom of individuals from here in
the Coast Fork Watershed, our projects and education efforts
are increasing in impact.

For example, local GED Instructor Gail Hemsoth and
Lane Community College received accolades from the statewide
review board for the innovative programming developed in our
STREAM Education Program with Walama Restoration Project
and local science teachers. While the recession will likely
prevent the adoption of our program as a statewide model, the
importance of watershed education & restoration is gaining
recognition statewide in part because we allow our Watershed
Council activities to be locally drivenusing this vital resource of
local wisdom The technical tools to sustain our economy
while maintaining water quality and habitat are available,
now it is time to just make it happen!
